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League of Women Voters of DeKalb County’s Quarterly General Meeting 

 

On January 28th, the LWV DeKalb County held their second quarterly General Meeting in partnership with The 
White House Project and the Rich Foundation Urban Leadership Program of Oglethorpe University, entitled 
“The Importance of Women in Civic Engagement”.   The meeting featured a panel discussion of civic leaders 
including: Gwen Keys Fleming, DeKalb County District Attorney; Ayesha Khanna, President, Civic Incubator, 
Points of Light Institute and member of the White House Project Leadership Council;  Dr. Kendra King, 
Associate Professor of Politics and Director of the  Rich Foundation Urban Leadership Program; and Dawn 
Randolph, MPA, President, DIR Consulting Group LLC.  The panel was moderated by Stacey Chavis, Southern 
Regional Director of The White House Project.  Our President presided over the meeting; welcoming the 
guests, as well as introducing the panel members. 
 
Ms. Pedroso initiated the panel discussion by talking about the importance of women being visible in 
leadership roles.  She believes that women in leadership roles and public policy create a more balanced 
decision making process. The White House Project’s motto is, “Add Women, Change Everything”.  One of our 
President’s goals is to increase the visibility of the LWVDK.  She coined this initiative “Expand the Brand – 
LWVDK” which includes several objectives, but mainly joining into partnerships with like-minded organizations 
to leverage collaborative relationship building.  
 
Ms. Chavis skillfully moderated the panel, asking each panel member questions about their roles as civic 
leaders and the balancing act of managing their professions and family responsibilities.  The questions evoked 
a lively conversation between the panelists and audience.  Some of the more salient points included: 

¶ Cultivate nurturing relationships with people whom you admire and want to emulate; 

¶ Listen to your inner voice; trust and have confidence that you are in the right place at the right time; 

¶ You can have it all – just maybe not at the same time.  Work to overcome self doubt; 

¶ Do things that motivate and inspire you; join organizations that match with your skills and beliefs; 

¶ It’s good to be the “point guard”.  You learn a lot; and 

¶ Prepare yourself for growth opportunities by getting organized, becoming interested in public issues 
and gaining experience in the role that you seek to fulfill (i.e. support and volunteer for a political 
candidate to gain experience in managing a campaign).

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CENSUS 2010 PROJECT 

The U.S. Constitution mandates that a Census must be taken every 10 years.  Information collected through 
the Census is used to ensure appropriate redistricting (electoral district and constituency boundaries) and to 
determine the number of U.S. House of Representatives per state. The Census results also decide how $400 
billion dollars in federal funding is distributed for infrastructure and services, including, but not limited to: 
hospitals; schools; roads; bridges; and emergency services.  

Although the impact is significant, the process is simple. The Census questionnaire has only 10 questions and 
can be completed in minutes. The forms will be mailed to each U.S. household in March, and the deadline for 
returning the completed forms in the prepaid envelope provided is April 1, 2010.  The information provided is 
private and will be held in strict confidence, used only for statistical purposes. From April to July 2010, 
households that do not return their form may receive a visit from a Census Taker; their sole responsibility is 
collecting answers to Census questions.  Under penalty of law Census Takers cannot disclose any data they 
collect from a household.  Recognizing the importance of Census 2010, the League of Women Voters (LWV) 
has committed to making it a central project for 2010. The LWV has established partnerships with local 
leagues and encouraged them to work with Census Bureau contacts to educate communities and ensure that 
every U.S. resident is counted.   

Over the past several months in DeKalb County, this education initiative has been spearheaded by LWVDK 
Board Member Monique Whitfield and President Belinda Pedroso.  They’re spreading awareness through 
speaking engagements to homeowners associations, Parent-Teacher Associations, and other local 
membership organizations.

LWV PRESS RELEASE: “DOING NOTHING NOT AN OPTION” – The League of Women 

Voters testified before the Committee on House Administration on February 3, 2010 in a hearing entitled 
Defining the Future of Campaign Finance in an Age of Supreme Court Activism. At the U.S. congressional 
hearing, Mary G. Wilson, the national League president, told committee members that they must pass 
legislation governing corporate and union spending quickly, in order for it to take effect for the 2010 elections. 
“The Court’s majority decision in Citizens United v. FEC was fundamentally wrong and a tragic mistake. But this 
is the decision of the Court,” said Wilson. “Congress needs to respond now, recognizing its own authority and 
responsibility to uphold the Constitution. Fair and clean elections, determined by the votes of American 
citizens, should be at the center of our democracy.”  “The Court’s decision in Citizens United upends basic 
campaign finance law that has been in place for a century. It changes the foundation on which decades of 
congressional enactments on money in elections are built. Such a fundamental change requires a strong 
response from Congress and the Executive.” See www.lwv.org for additional text.

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90 YEARS OF THE LWV: HISTORY OF WOMAN SUFFRAGE Part II (1848 ï 1890)

In 1848, a small notice in a local Seneca Falls paper brought 260 women and 40 men to discuss the social, civil, 
and religious rights of women!  Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Lucretia Mott drew up the Declaration of 
Sentiments listing women’s grievances, and modeled on the Declaration of Independence. There were 
eighteen grievances listed and eleven resolutions for redress.  Several engendered sharp debate at the Seneca 
Falls Convention– none more than the resolution which demanded woman suffrage.  The resolution passed by 
a narrow margin. The Declaration of Sentiments became the most significant document in the history of 
American feminism.  Though the demand that women be permitted to vote was radical in its implications, the 
argument was sound.  People who could not vote were being governed without their consent.  Women were 
one-half the population.  If they had no right to vote, the idea of consent of the governed was hollow.   

In 1850, a national convention met in Worcester, MA and other conventions followed annually. An impressive 
array of leaders began to emerge: Mott, already a giant in the Anti-Slavery movement; Stanton; Susan B. 
Anthony, a tireless organizer in the cause of women, temperance, and anti-slavery; and Lucy Stone, who as a 
student organized a secret college debating society for women. By the time of the 10th annual convention in 
1860, there was progress.  Leaders could report a more friendly press, a number of legislators began to 
support suffrage, and changes in state laws.  Women were achieving:  Elizabeth Blackwell received a medical 
degree.  Oberlin was fully coeducational.  But to gain access to political power women needed the vote. 

Then the Civil War!  Women’s organizations rallied both in the north and the south, but the Suffrage 
movement was pushed back.  In 1861, leading women’s rights advocates agreed, despite Susan B. Anthony’s 
dissent, that agitation would cease for the duration of the war.  The Women’s Loyal National League, with the 
help of local women’s organizations, gathered over 400,000 signatures demanding a constitutional 
amendment to end slavery.  With the war’s close, women’s rights became hopelessly enmeshed in the politics 
of the 14th and 15th amendments.  Despite protests, the term “male” was inserted in the fourteenth 
amendment.  Anthony and Stanton felt this additional was a betrayal by their abolitionist allies.  By 1869, the 
Wyoming Territorial legislature made Wyoming women the only women in Western civilization to be fully 
enfranchised.   

The architects of Reconstruction policy spurred indignant feminists to view the denial of the right to vote as a 
symbol of all wrongs requiring redress. Eventually this belief led to a split in women’s suffrage groups.  In 
1869, the Boston based American Woman Suffrage Association was formed with both male and female 
members.  A female-only, militant New York-based group gathered around Anthony and Stanton called the 
National Woman Suffrage Association.   

The Women’s Christian Temperance Union was formed in 1874, and in 1879 Frances Willard assumed the 
leadership.  At the peak there were 200,000 members and 15,000 local unions. Willard’s work created an 
organization that could promote both social and political reform.  Her work prepared the way for the suffrage 
movement. The Industrial Revolution and employment of women also helped promote the idea of woman 
suffrage.  Both Willard and Anthony helped to organize women workers. A large-scale entry of women into 
higher education began to prove significant at this stage in the movement.  The struggles for political rights 
and higher education were closely linked. In February 1890, the great schism between the two suffrage groups 
was healed and the two came together as the National American Woman Suffrage Association where the 
“pauseless campaign” for women’s political rights entered a new phase.  At this 1890 convention Carrie Lane 
Chapman Catt made her first appearance.  (To be continued…..) 
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Op-Ed: The Importance of Health Care Reform by Ophelia Maynard 

 
The Declaration of Independence declares, “all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator 
with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness and access to 
Health Care.”  Well, not exactly. But we’re getting there.  As far back as 1945, President Harry S. Truman 
introduced the idea of a national health care program, currently referred to as universal health care.  He 
tackled a number of issues, including the controversial idea of a national insurance plan that would be 
administered by the federal government.  Sixty-four years later, on October 13, 2009, the Senate Finance 
Committee voted to move the country one step closer to achieving the goal of universal health care for all 
Americans.  The idea of universal health care has many detractors.  
 
Consider that despite the fact we cannot agree on what should be in the health care bill, we can agree that the 
current system is not working. Costs are spiraling out of control, with the United States spending almost $2.3 
trillion dollars in health care in 2008, more than triple the $714 billion spent in 1990.  According to 
www.healthreform.gov, the average family deductible for those participating in PPOs increased by 30% in just 
the last two years alone!  Medical expenses are bankrupting families, and those who are unable to pay for 
good health care suffer when they fall prey to complications of diseases that could have been avoided if they 
had the financial means to receive basic preventive care.   
 
It’s imperative that Congress continues with its efforts toward creating a good universal health care plan for all 
citizens. The reforms proposed by the Administration will help rein in costs by providing caps on out-of-pocket 
expenses that insurance companies are able to charge.  The proposed plan is mandatory, so the large pool of 

contributors into the program will help to keep the sharp annual increases in premiums and deductibles to a 
lower level.   
 
The League of Women Voters supports access to a basic level of quality care for all citizens and has positions 
on broad areas of health care, including indigent care and public health administration.  On Thursday, October 
15th, the League of Women Voters of DeKalb County (LWVDK) held a forum on health care reform at the 
Unitarian Universalist Congregation of Atlanta.  There were 35 people in attendance, and they were able to 
listen to both sides of the debate from a panel consisting of a small business owner who was skeptical about 
the government’s role in a universal health care plan, as well as two doctors who, on a daily basis, see the 
urgent need for health care reform.  During the course of the evening, the panel discussed the major themes 
being hammered out in Congress, and handouts with additional information were available for those who 
would like to conduct their own research.   
 
Life, Liberty, the pursuit of Happiness, and access to Health Care.  We can’t change the original Declaration of 
Independence, but we can create a more perfect Union. For more information about the League of Women

Á The LWVDK members submit their nominations on the form by the designated date. 

Á The Nominating Committee will interview the candidates based on criteria developed. 

Á The Nominating Committee will propose a slate to the membership at the Annual Meeting in April based 
on the results of the interviews. 

Á The members will accept or amend the slate from the floor and vote. 

Á New officers and directors will become effective after the vote at the Annual Meeting in April. 

Your input is vital to the Nominating Committee! 
The LWVDK membership elects the Board of Directors (BOD).  There are 7 officer and 6 director positions on 

the board.  Those terms that have expired or are currently unfilled are open for nomination to the BOD, as defined 
in the LWVDK by-laws. This year we are asking the directors to take a leadership position on the various 

committees. A brief description of the responsibilities of each position will be found on our website.  Check the

President:  Provides direction and leadership for carrying out member decisions and is ultimately responsible for all 
the League’s plans, activities and follow-through in two broad interdependent areas: 1. Organization and 
management; and 2. Programming.  President-Elect:  The President-Elect's efforts are directed to assisting the 
President and in assuming the Presidency. Also serves as an alternate spokesperson for the League. V.P. Programs:  
Responsible for directing the program committee in identifying activities that will engage the members, 
stakeholders and general public and creates an annual plan of work with goals and actions to be implemented by 
the committee.  V.P. Membership:  Responsible for recruiting and retaining members. Keys include knowledge of 
the League, enthusiasm, administrative ability, patience and persistence, along with full cooperation and help from 
all board members. V.P. Fund Development:  Develops and sets goals for fundraising to engage members and 
external stakeholders. Plans and implements Annual Community Luncheon while engaging members, board and 
community. Treasurer:  Manages the Leagues finances.  Secretary:  Serves as the official recorder of League 
business.   
 
Director - Voter Service:  The basic principle of voter’s service is nonpartisanship-providing unbiased, factual 
information to help citizens make informed decisions on election day. It is always separate from advocacy. Develop 
and execute local candidate debates and other voter service projects such as:  voter registration, and citizen’s 
guide.  Works closely with Voter Education Chair. Director - Voter Education:  Works closely with Voter Services 
Chair and is responsible for the dissemination of voter information throughout the community, especially any 
changes in election law affecting the public.  Works with a committee to carry out planned projects, involving as 
many members as possible, such as voter’s guide.  Maintain a good working relationship with election officials.  
Director -Technology:  Holds primary responsibility for ensuring the LWVDK website is current and available to the 
members and the community.  Director -Parliamentarian:  Advises on matters of parliamentary procedure. -
Robert's Rules of Order, Newly Revised Director - Observer Corps:  Develops a team of members that attend local 
meeting of the DeKalb School Board, DeKalb County Commission and other DeKalb County organization meetings 
that have significant impact on our DeKalb Community.  Director -Communications:  Holds primary responsibility 
for heightening League visibility in the community. Promotes the League's image and activities in the community 
and informs the public of the League's services, positions, formulates a public relations plan and submits it to the 
board for approval.
